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[image: image3.png]For this reason, any exploration and development companies which have the honest
scope of working in Somalia must approach the TFG, as the constitutional protectors
both of natural resources and the common good. This means not a hand shake, a
ratification of a fait accompli, nol a statement of mutual understanding or
misunderstanding or intention or anything eise. It means, simply, that exploitation and
development agreements are negotiated and contracted with the TFG as the only
constitutionally legal entity, unequivocally. Further, companies which HAVE BEEN
REJECTED BY THE TFG would be naive, to say the least, to imagine that an ‘approach
" to local officials will ever be permitted to develop their one and various ‘projests'.

Our charter is exceptionally clear as o the demarcation between State and Federal
powers. Schedule 1, 'Powers of the Transitional Federal Government, states that 'The
Transitional Federal Government shall have authority throughout the Somali Republic
over the following matters...9. Natural Resources'. Schedule 2 delineates the 'Powers of
the State Governments', in which natural resources are conspicuous by their absence.

Stats Govemments have plenty to keep themsalves busy, including Education, Health,
Regional Police (including, one imagines, their payment in monies which actually have
value), water and electricity development and so on.

Should any signatory of the TFG charter wish to amend the clear responsibilities of
each legislative institution, federal and state-there are the legal means to do so under
open parliamentary debate. Should the malcontented State pass a law which is clearly
unconstitutional and in contradiction with their legal status as co-signatories of the
foderal charter, we can only assume that this action is both hostile, and veils an ill-
conceived strategy of dismemberment of the Republic. Such an untenable position

obviously serves only to de-stabilize our people, sew foment and division. Indeed, we
have noted the untimely deaths of several citizens provoked by clashes over this issue.

Last, it is my observation that the Somali people have NEVER permitted the clandestine
appropriation of any clan's tribal home - certainly not without consultation and
agreement as to the project concerned.
